His	humanistic	approach	is	evident	in	the	library:	the	interior	displays	natural	materials,	warm	colours	and	wavy	lines.	Due	to	funding	problems	and	a	change	of	venue,	the	Viipuri	Library	project	lasted	eight	years.

It	was	not	until	the	completion	of	the	Paimio	Sanatorio	(1932)	and	the	Biblioteca	VIIPURI	(1935)	that	Aalto	first	reached	the	attention	of	the	world	in	architecture.	His	reputation	grew	in	the	United	States	following	the	invitation	to	hold	a	retrospective	exhibition	of	his	works	at	the	MoMA	in	New	York	in	1938,
which	was	his	visit	to	the	United	States.	The	significance	of	the	exhibition	–	which	later	went	on	a	tour	of	12	cities	of	the	country	-	in	the	fact	that	he	was	the	second	architect	ever	"after	Le	Corbusier	a	personal	exhibition	at	the	museum.	His	reputation	grew	up	in	the	United	States	after	the	critical	reception	of	his	design	for	the	Finnish	Pavilion	at	the	1939	New	York	World	Fair,	described	by	Frank	Lloyd	Wright	as	"a	work	of	genius".	[30]	It	could	be	said	that	the	international	reputation	of	Aalto	was	sealed	with	its	inclusion	in	the	second	edition	of	Sigfried
Giedion's	influential	book	on	modernist	architecture,	space,	time	and	architecture:	The	growth	of	a	new	tradition	(1949),	in	which	Aalto	received	more	attention	than	any	other	modernist	architect,	including	Le	Corbusier.	In	his	analysis	of	Aalto,	Giedion	gave	the	quality	primacy	that	starts	from	direct	functionality,	such	as	mood,	atmosphere,	intensity	of	life	and	even	national	characteristics,	stating	that	"Finland	is	with	Aalto	wherever	it	goes".	Mid	career:	experimentation	During	the	1930s	Alvar	spent	time	experimenting	with	laminated	wood,	sculpture	and
abstract	relief,	characterized	by	irregular	curved	shapes.	Using	this	knowledge	was	able	to	solve	technical	problems	related	to	wood	flexibility	and	also	to	elaborate	spatial	issues	in	its	designs. Aalto’s	furniture	was	exhibited	in	London	in	1935,	with	great	critical	success,	and	to	meet	consumer	demand,	Aalto,	together	with	his	wife	Aino,	Maire	Gullichsen	and	Nils-Gustav	Hahl	founded	the	company	Artek	in	the	same	year.	Aalto	glassware	(Aino	as	well	as	Alvar)	is	produced	by	Iittala.	Aalto’s	“High	Stools”	and	“Stool	E60”	(produced	by	Artek)	are	currently	used	in	Apple	Stores	around	the	world	to	serve	as	customer	seats.	Finished	in	black	lacquer,	the	stools	are	used	to	accommodate	customers	at	the	’Genius
